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Coaching Certification Changes 
 
Softball Saskatchewan has made changes to the current 
coaching certification program. Coaches will no longer 
have to complete the "Introduction to Competition A" 
course (theory) or the "Level 1 Technical/Practical" 
Program. Instead, coaches will participate in a combined 
clinic called "Start Coaching (Community Sport On-going 
Participation)". This clinic is 14 hours in length and covers 
Technical, Practical and Theory components. Everything in 
one weekend! The Regina Sports Council will still be 
offering the Introduction to Competition Part A - but we 
(softball) will not need it anymore as it is incorporated into 
our own clinics now. Look for upcoming clinic dates on the 
Softball Sask. Site, www.softball.sk.ca 

For all those coaches who have their old Level 1 Softball 
Technical & Practical and would like to be Level 2 Certified, 
2008 is the last spring we will be offering the Level 2 
Softball Technical/Practical clinic. Again clinic dates will be 
posted on the Softball Sask. Site.  

Level 2 Technical/Practical + Introduction to Competition 
Part B = Level 2 Certified. After this spring in order to 
further your coaching certification you will have to start in 
the new coaching system.  

2008 Suggested Coaching Clinics Guideline 
If you are coaching 5-10 year olds you should attend a 
Learn To Play (LTP) Orientation and optionally a Start 
Coaching clinic if you are coaching older LTP ages. If you 
are coaching all Squirt categories, Pee Wee B & C, 
Bantam B & C or Midget C you should take the Start 
Coaching (Community Sport On-going Participation). 
Those coaching in categories leading to a Western or a 
Canadian Championship should either have or finish up 
their Level 2 Softball Certification.  

**Teams attending a Provincial Championship that leads to 
a Western Canadian or Canadian Championship need one 
Level 2 Certified Coach** on the bench. All other Provincial 
Championships need one Level 1 Certified Coach or one 
Start Coaching Coach.
